Hair and Make-Up Notes: 
· Label your make-up with your name and place make-up in a clear zip lock bag with your name on the bag. Store your zip lock bag in your laundry basket. 
· Along with make-up, please feel free to bring in your own hair styling tools and hair products.
· Parent volunteers will assist with stage make-up and hair. 
· Please do not make any major color or cut changes to your hair between now and the show. We will be taking individually about hairstyles.

Personal Hygiene: 
· Bring deodorant and apply it often during rehearsals.
· Wash socks and undergarments regularly. 
· Please do NOT use perfumes, body sprays, or cologne.  We must be cautious of those with asthma and allergies.

Nellie and Nurses:
Costumes: 
· Decent and appropriate undergarments (NO thongs and NO colored bras).
· Nude colored bras and underwear are appropriate for costuming. 
· A bra with clear straps or strapless bra as needed (if you have a costume that is strapless). 
· Costume colored and nude camisole(s)
· Camisole that coordinates with Wash that Man costume 
· Nude camisole for Khaki uniform 
· Spandex shorts in neutral color
· Optional Nude colored leotard (in place of camisole and shorts)
· Nude colored tights (3-5 pairs recommended due to tears)
· Shoes: 
· Character shoes and/or flats in neutral color-Worn with khaki uniform when not running across stage. 
· White canvas lace-up sneakers-Wash that Man and when running on stage 
Make-up and Hair:
· Red lipstick 
· Foundation (Darker than skin tone due to stage lighting). 
· Blush (color slightly darker than normal cheek color) 
· Eye shadow (colors according to costume)
